● The nonrefundable entry fee is $30 for the 1st piece, 
and $10 each for the 2nd & 3rd pieces, payable to 
Plymouth Arts Council. Deadline: Thursday, March18, 
2021.

● All applicants will be notified of the jury's decision by 
Monday, March 22, 2021.

● Selected artists will receive an electronic Artist 
Information Packet (drop off/pick up details).

● All accepted art must be fitted with a hanging wire, 
ready to hang, or will be rejected. 

● Artwork must be picked up on Sunday, April 18 
between 3 p.m. and 6 p.m. A $5 storage fee will be 
assessed if artwork is not picked up.

● Visitors will have the opportunity to view the artwork in 
person or virtually.
