GUIDELINES
Here are some audition guidelines to keep in mind and help you prepare. We are looking forward to having you 
show us your superstar talent!

CONTESTANT ELIGIBILITY
∙ Contestants must be between the ages of 13 and 20 years, or 21 and older ON the date of the Plymouth 

Sings final August 11 AND Minnesota Sings final, October 16th and 17th, 2021. Review of age 
requirements will be verified by use of a birth certificate, passport, driver’s license, or State ID.

∙ Must live, work, or go to school in Plymouth.
∙ Only individual contestants are eligible, no multiple singers or additional instruments may be used.

SONG & MUSIC
 ∙ Contestant must provide a CD for backing track they are singing to. They may use a commercially produced one, 

or record their own. CD may include background singers and/or harmonies.
∙ Total length of song may not exceed 5 minutes.
∙ Lyrics must not contain any profanity.
∙ The song and lyrics must be memorized (no video screen will be used).

WHAT SHOULD YOU WEAR?
 ∙ Consider your performance as a job interview - you are representing your community, your school, and yourself 

with the opportunity to present the best possible impression.
∙ There is no dress code, but contestants should want to have the judges and audience sit up and take notice!
∙ Some contestants wear formal attire, and others a suit. It is all up to you and how you want to convey your total 

performance.

WHERE ARE THE FINALS?
∙ Finals for Plymouth Sings will be on August 11th at the Hilde Performance Center (3500 Plymouth Blvd).
∙ Finals for Minnesota Sings will be on October 16th and 17th in Woodbury, MN.
∙ Contestants will need to be available for all dates listed.
